
SUP Paddle Instructions

PADDLE LENGTH: Total paddle length should be 6” to 8” above your head.
Cut shorter for surfing and longer for flat water paddling.

HOW  TO CUT: Remove the handle and cut the shaft 4” to 6” above your head.
The handle will add another 2” when re-inserted.

GLUING THE HANDLE: Apply two part epoxy to both the shaft and handle.
Insert the handle and allow to dry for the recommended amount of time. Tape the
seam with electrical tape to eliminate water getting into the shaft. 

TIPS: Start out by cutting the shaft on the longer side, attach the handle with
electrical tape and try the paddle out. Keep cutting the shaft down until the desired 
length is reached and then glue on the handle. You can always cut more off but can 
never add any. Make sure you cut the shaft as square as possible and line up the
handle parallel to the blade, facing the correct way before allowing the glue to dry.
